Due
to land ownership patterns in the area, there are no fences or other lines of occupation to provide evidence
of the original corner location. I declare this corner lost, and reestablished its position by proportionate
measure between monuments at the northeast and southeast corners of Section 6.

DESCRIPTION OF MONUMENTS AND ACCESSORIES SET AND METHODS USED:
At the corner point, I set a 5/8"x30" iron pin with attached 272" aluminum cap 30" in the ground. Cap is
marked as shown below.

» A 5/8"x30" iron pin bears N.36°04'E., 25.66 ft. with attached yellow
plastic cap marked BENCHMARK SURVEYING
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» A 5/8"x30" iron pin bears S.42°35'E., 30.03 ft. with attached yellow
plastic cap marked BENCHMARK SURVEYING

» A 5/8"x30" iron pin bears $.35°00'W., 26.80 ft. with attached yellow
plastic cap marked BENCHMARK SURVEYING

> A 5/8"x30" iron pin bears N.28°53'W., 27.94 ft. with attached yellow
plastic cap marked BENCHMARK SURVEYING
