The South line of Tract X was established in Surveys AD 19 29 and 09—40-162, and further perpetuated in Survey
Number 09—40-350MP(Partition 1992—004). | find these monuments harmonious with each other and accept the pins set by 09—40-162 as marking
the South line of Tract ‘X’. Monuments on the line 30 feet South of the South line of Tract X', that were set by Partition 1992—004 are missing.
Reestablishing these positions from monuments found on Mitchell St. indicate that it is likely the fences were constructed to the pin positions. | hold
the bearing of the North line of said Partition as the bearing of the South line of Tract 'X’. Survey 1—-69 placed the Northeast corners of Tract 'W
and Tract 'X’. | can find no remaining monumentation from said survey, however, the distance between fence corners is very harmonious with said
survey.
