" NARRATIVE

The purpose of this survey is fo monument the Right=of -Way of the Unity Forest
“Wayside — [ronside Project, which is located on the John Day ‘H/'g/)way,
approximately 47 miles Northwest of Vale, Oregon. This property is located in
Sections 17,18, 20,25,26,27,28,29, T. 14 S, R.38 E. and Secf/ons 28,
2930TZ4SR39£WM , |

Work began by gathering all the information available in this V/'C/'n/'f}}f/’om the
County and B.L.M.records. Control was established by using GPS to place Oregon
State Plane Coordinates on two existing monuments (U.S.C. & G.S.Bench Mark
Station V702 and 0.S.H.D.Bench Mark Station RODO). This survey utilizés a

Local Datum Plane (LDPJwhich is relative to the Oregon Coordinate System of
1983, North Zone, with respect to the local latitude and ground elevation. The )
LDP coordinates define ‘true ground distances. To conver! the [.DF . coordinafes to
the Oregon Coordinate System of 1983, North Zone, multiply the LDP coordinates -
by 0.99978690 and by the mefric conversion factor of 0.3048. The basis of \
bearing is the bearing between the GRS Monuments which utilize the Oregon

»Coordinate System of 1983, North Zone. All the Government Land Corners and

property corners were either fraversed through or fied to the 1z‘raverse.
